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Maintaining Powder Coated Surfaces

Whilst powder coating is a lot more durable, and longer lasting than paint, it can still be
affected by dust, dirt, salt water and constant exposure to the weather. For this reason, no
protective powder coating is completely maintenance-free.

With the right maintenance, you can increase the life of the finish of your powder coated
surfaces:

e Harsh chemicals and solvents can damage powder coating. Once damaged, the surface is
a lot more vulnerable to fading and failure.

e We recommend regularly inspecting your powder coat and wiping any dust off with a soft
cloth. Clean, good quality micro-fiber cloths are recommended.

e We recommend regular washing with highly diluted mild soap and water. Use a soft towel
to gently clean. Rinse and dry with another soft towel.

e |f your powder coat is losing its shine, you can apply a thin layer of high-grade non-abrasive
car wax after it's been cleaned. Wipe all the wax off once its dried and the powder coat
should look like new again! Use a car wax brand that contains a UV blocker or UV
inhibitors. Do not use compound-type waxes as they contain abrasives that can harm the
powder coating.

It's important in coastal areas to regularly clean any powder coated surfaces as salt will stick to
the coating, dulling its appearance. This can leave your powder coated surface looking chalky.
We don't recommmend paint touch ups to cover imperfections as paint won't adhere to powder
coated surfaces. A local professional can quote to repair the powder coating.

How do | maintain my Powerfold mirrors?

Under normal Powerfold operation, there shouldn’t be any maintenance required. However, if
it is regularly used off-road, then the mirrors may need to be maintained every 12 months. This
maintenance involves pulling the mirror into the fully extended position and applying dry
lubricant on the arms.

Maintaining your Chrome Mirrors

The chrome finish used on our mirror heads is a chrome plated plastic, which provides the
appearance and feel of real chrome, in a more lightweight and cost-effective material.
Weather conditions, how often they are washed and how close to the ocean you live, all play a
role in the longevity of the chrome finish.
e Automatic car washes that use bristle brushes or acidic preparations can damage your
chrome
e Salt and de-icers will surface pit chrome and extra care will be required with more frequent
washes to remove residue.
e We recommend washing them weekly with mild soap and water, steering clear of
ammonia-based or acid solutions.
e Clean, good quality micro-fiber cloths are recommended to wipe down the chrome surface
and prevent water stains from forming
e An occasional polish with a non-abrasive chrome polish will help bring your chrome back
to its original shine!

If chrome isn't properly maintained, it can develop pitting from corrosion or lose its attractive
shine. We recommend Autosol Metal Polish and Autosol Metal Life Saver

Step 13c Remove ‘OEM’ cameras from your original vehicle exterior mirrors

The ‘OEM’ cameras are located in the lower/outer corner of your original exterior mirrors

Before removing the OEM mirror cover, mark the edge of the camera (facing the glass)
with white pencil/Chalk marker from the glass side of the mirror, to the middle of the
camera as shown for both LH and RH side. This will ensure that when assembling it into the
CV towing mirrors, the camera align correctly with the OEM position after the assembly.

To remove the cameras (x2) from the original exterior mirror you must first remove the
bezel and covers from the original exterior mirrors.

The following pages detail the procedure for the stripping down of the original exterior mirror and
removing of the OEM Cameras. After removing both of your OEM Mirrors, place them on a sturdy
bench top.

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Remove Exterior Mirror Glass

1.Press mirror glass down at bottom inside corner.
2.Insert flat blade screwdriver or Plastic Pry tool from the side under glass and lever upward
to separate glass from mirror glass motor as shown.

3. Disconnect 2 x heater electrical connection from glass
4. Move the Glass aside so you can have access to the Tabs as shown in next page

Remove Exterior Mirror Bezel & Cover

1. Insert the plastic pry tool gently to
separate the bottom cover from the
OEM Mirror Housing.

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2. Gently insert the plastic pry tool between each tab, one at a time, to loosen the top housing cover.
3. After 2nd step now insert a plastic pry tool between the edges of the housing cover as

shown to take off the covers while pushing it outwards. Slowly separate it from the housing
until it loosens. Then, gently pull off the exterior mirror cover by hand.

4 Remove the two exterior mirror bezel screws
using a Philips Head Screw Driver.

5 Repeat steps 2 and 3 to remove the bottom cover. First, loosen the highlighted tabs as
shown on LHS image, then insert a pry tool between the edges to detach it.

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Remove OEM Camera and Camera Plug and Bracket from OEM Exterior Mirror

Tip: Ensure that your left side 360 camera, is kept and installed with your left side
Clearview Towing Mirror, and the right side is kept and installed in the right side.

1. You now have access to the OEM camera. It is
located at the base of the Lower Panel.

2. Once you detach the Plastic MIC OEM Cover turn around as shown in above image
and remove the outer 2 M4 Philips Head Screws with a screwdriver as highlighted
below to separate the camera bracket. (The Screws can be discarded as CV Mirrors
will be providing hardware's for camera bracket in the kit.)

4. As the camera is separated now remove the 2-M2
screws from the back as shown to separate the camera
loom. (Please retain these M2 screws for assembly in
the CV Mirror)

5. This is how your OEM cameras should look with the wiring
plug and retaining bracket now removed.

Retain the wiring plug aside, as you will later use to connect to
the camera when assembled in the CV Mirror housing.

TIP: DO NOT mix up the 360° cameras when removing them from the OEM mirror.
e LEFT Camera installed in the LEFT-HAND SIDE (LHS) Clearview Towing Mirror; AND
¢ RIGHT Camera installed in the RIGHT-HAND SIDE (RHS) Clearview Towing Mirror.

1.Locate the camera wiring plug immediately inside the mirror head.
2.Connect this wiring plug to the mating plug on the camera wiring lead.
3.Ensure the 2 mating plugs are completely connected.
4.As you position the lower access panel to the mirror head, allow the wiring to fit into the
mirror head opening.
5.Ensure that the wiring is not trapped or interfering with the fitment of the lower access
panel.
6.Position the lower access panel 2 locating tabs into the slots in the mirror head opening.
These slots are on the outside of the mirror head.
7.Now pivot the inner side of the lower access panel up until the locking clips are in contact
with the mirror head opening.
8.Apply localised pressure to this edge of the lower access panel until the locking clips snap
into position.
9.The lower access panel/camera assembly is now in position.
10.You are now ready to test alignment of camera.

Preparation for testing:

1.Park the vehicle on a flat, clear surface.
2.Use masking tape or an aluminium square bar (30 mm
- Sq bar) for alignment.
3.Ensure a minimum of 1 metre of clear space on each
side of the vehicle.
4. Place two horizonatal bars or masking tape lines on
the floor, positioned equally 500 or 600 mm outward
from the centre of the front and rear wheel hubs.
5.Position the Aluminium Sq. bar or Masking tape 90° to
horizontal bar and run it approximately the full length
of the vehicle.
6.Position a horizontal bar or masking tape line across
the top, positioned at 90° to the vertical lines.
7.Ensure all bars/masking tape are 30 mm wide so they
are clearly visible on the vehicle's 360° camera display.
8.Refer to the vehicle owner's manual for instructions on
accessing the 360° camera screen.

Check and Adjust 360° Camera Alignment on Vehicles

View 360° camera alignment

1.Turn on vehicle 360° camera screen — refer to vehicle owner's manual.

2.With Clearview towing mirrors firmly attached and electrically connected to vehicle and lower
access panel & camera assembly securely in position, close all vehicle doors fully.

3.Ensure that the mirror heads are fully retracted and in the drive position. Operate the mirror
fold feature to ensure in drive position.

4. Whilst seated in the vehicle, view the 360° camera screen to check the alignment of the
parallel lines on the floor surface — the black (Masking lines)

5.You want to see these lines being parallel to the longitudinal lines of the vehicle - the
yellow dotted lines, which comes when you move your gear to Reverse as shown.

6.1f the lines are not parallel, you may want to adjust the angle of the camera on the lower
access panel until these line are parallel. Refer below for instructions on how to adjust the
cameras.

7.Ensure the parallel lines are properly aligned to provide customers with an accurate view of
the parking guidelines

8.Repeat above steps for the LH camera.

Adjust camera alignment on vehicles

1.Keep the Vehicle ON in running Position - In Park mode.

2.Remove lower access panel, with camera attached, by unclipping 2 Tabs from Mirror head
(as highlighted below in yellow) (PN : Do not detach the camera cable from camera)

3.Unscrew the 2 attaching screws just enough to enable movement of the camera bracket
assembly.

4.Maintain downward pressure on the camera bracket so that it does not move prior to your
adjustment.

5.Adjust the camera alignment by rotating the camera bracket & camera assembly a small
amount, either clockwise or anti-clockwise.

6.Re-secure the 2 attaching screws to hold the camera in the adjusted position.

7.Re-fit the lower access panel, with camera secured in adjusted position, into the mirror head
as instructed earlier.

8.Check now the 360° View on the screen OR move the Gear in Reverse to check the
alignment of the Parking lines parallel to the Masking tape/bars as per previous step no. 10
instructed in ‘View Camera Alignment’/

9.Repeat ‘adjust’ & ‘view camera alignment’ steps until you are satisfied with the alignment of
the parallel lines on both the RH and LH side of the vehicle.

What is the fitting time?

Depending on the complexity of the
installation, the fitting will vary from
vehicle to vehicle. Any installation
requiring any special fittings and/or hard
wiring will require longer fitting times (eg.
360° Camera fitting/calibration, any electric
hard-wiring Kkits, OAT sensors, and any
other complex installations etc).

NB: Fitting times will also vary depending
on the skillset or capabilities of the fitter.

Please contact Clearview Accessories if you
have any questions about fitting or wiring.

Are the telescopic arms electric?

No. The telescopic arms are extended
manually. Clearview Mirrors will only fold
against the vehicle electronically provided
we make that model in Power Fold.

Can | retrofit the original mirror base to
the Next Gen or Compact mirrors?

No. The cost of converting the mirrors to
suit the new models is not worth it. We
recommend either selling your Original
mirrors privately or through the 'Pre-
Loved' section (Within the 'Shop' menu
category) of our website and purchasing
the new Next Gen or Compact mirrors
brand new.

Can | add an indicator later if | didn't
order the mirrors with an indicator?

Yes, you can. But it comes at a greater
expense than if you were to order the
mirrors with indicators. Installation of the
mirror head will require a longer time and
more parts to dismantle.

Are spare parts available?

Yes. We have a list of spare parts for all our
mirrors on our website. Our dealers also
have a list of all our spare parts. If you
cannot find the parts that you require,
please contact Clearview Accessories, or
any of our dealers to assist you with your
enquiry.
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How do | maintain my mirrors?

We recommend that Clearview Mirrors are lubricated every 6-12 months, when the arms
feel stiff during use, or after any big trip to ensure longevity of your Clearview Towing
Mirrors!

This maintenance includes pulling the mirror into the fully extended position
and applying the dry lubricant on the arms. We recommend using WD-40
Specialist® Dry Lubricant.

Avoid any waxy lubricants as they can attract dirt and grit.

L

| have just installed my new Powerfold mirrors and the mirror heads appear
'loose'/'floppy".

After the mirrors are installed, they need to be cycled a few times. This will allow all the
internal mechanisms to set and find the proper positions.

e If the mirror head is still loose/floppy after they're cycled, please contact Clearview
Technical Support.

I have installed my Powerfold Mirrors and have noticed that the Passenger’s side mirror is
closer to the vehicle compared to the Driver's side; Is this normal?

This is entirely normal. In most vehicles, the mirror housings are angled differently between
the driver's and passenger's sides.

e This is because when you sit in the car, the mirrors are positioned from/to the driver's
position (which is off-centre), so generally, the passenger side mirrors are closer to the
vehicle body to allow you to have the same field of vision in the mirror.
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One of my Powerfold Mirrors folds/opens quicker than the other one; Is this normal?
Generally, the passenger mirror will fold/open quicker, as it is closer to the vehicle body
and therefore travels a shorter distance compared to the driver's side mirror. See previous
question in regards to why the mirrors are angled differently.

My mirrors have been knocked out of Driving Position; how do I fix it?

Press the powerfold switch once. This should initiate the powerfolding motors and the
mirrors should start folding inwards. Wait until the mirrors are fully folded in and have
stopped moving, then press the powerfold switch again. This should now bring your
mirrors back out to normal driving position. Check and see if the mirrors are locked into
position firmly. If the mirror is not returning to the normal position, please contact
Clearview Technical Support.

Note: The Powerfold mirrors can fold manually, however the manual fold mechanism is
only designed as a safety feature. Through the lifespan of the product, manual folding
will occur, such as people walking into them or accidentally bumping them. The internal
mechanisms are designed to withstand this accidental manual folding during normal
usage. It is not recommended for the mirrors to be manually folded constantly, as it will
prematurely wear out the internal folding mechanisms and reduce the lifespan of the
product.

My mirror was knocked out of driving position. When | cycled them, there is a clicking
sound and the mirror appears to have “jumped”; Are my mirrors damaged?

When the Powerfold mirror is being cycled to find its original driving position, it will
“lJump” back into position and make an audible click sound when mechanisms realign.
Once the mirrors have found the original position and have been cycled, check for
looseness and mirror movement. If they feel firm, then the mirrors have not been
damaged. If they still feel loose, please contact Clearview Technical Support.

Why don’t my mirrors fold all the way in/out when | press the switch?

The circuit breaker inside the mirror activates when the electrical current increases due to
resistance. If the mirror stops before it reaches the folded in/out position, that means
something is adding resistance while the mirrors are folding, hence activating the circuit
breaker before it has reached the desired position. Please contact Clearview Technical
Support.
